The Audiologist works as in an 

interdisciplinary environment to enhance the communication skills and quality of life of adults living with 

developmental disabilities (with permanent hearing loss, temporary conductive hearing loss, or at a risk for hearing 

loss), and their families.  

Main Responsibilities:  

May include, but are not limited to: 
� Conduct audiological assessment, treatment, 

referral, education and research 
� Carrying out visual reinforcement audiometry, 

conditioned play audiometry, conventional 
audiometry, acoustic immittance testing, distortion 
product otoacoustic emissions testing and hearing 
aid prescriptions 

� Other forms of objective testing, such as auditory 
brainstem response testing is considered an asset
